· Join us every Sunday night for worship at 7:00pm, January 8, 15, 22, 29. We will experience the Holy Spirit’s power together through bilingual singing, prayer, testimonies and more. 
· Join us each day at 7:00am and/or 7:00pm to pray at the church building for our vision, specifically to experience the Holy Spirit’s power ourselves, to have meaningful conversations where others experience Christ through us, so that the Lord reduces loneliness, anxiety and addiction in us and in people throughout our community.

The Engage God Daily helps you to engage God individually in his Word and in prayer. It prepares you for the sermon the following Sunday since you will read the passages that will be preached. It will also provide links to the Pastors Pregame Podcast where the Christ Fellowship preaching team will offer additional insight and personal reflection.
The Engage God Daily will guide you to:
· Pray the theme verses and review that week’s memory verse. 
· Read a passage from the Bible for that day. 
· Pray along the themes present in the passage.
· Meditate on a key word each day
· Journal what you sense God is saying to you by his Spirit in his Word
· Share what you are learning with your prayer partner or someone in your life
Theme passage and prayer for each week 
We have two theme passages for this year’s 21 Days of Prayer and Fasting, one from the Old Testament and one from the New Testament.
Since we live by the Spirit, let us keep in step with the Spirit. Galatians 5:25

Key Word
Each day we will give you a key word to meditate on that will remind you of the day’s theme.

PREPARATION WEEK 
January 2-8 
Our 21 days of prayer and fasting officially begins on January 9, so we will use this week to prepare our hearts. This Sunday’s sermon will focus on how the Holy Spirit empowers us to know God more deeply. To prepare for our 21 days of prayer and fasting, this week’s Engage God Daily takes us into Paul’s prayers in Ephesians 1 and 3 as well as into his insights in 1 Corinthians chapter 2 about the Spirit who enables us to discern divine realities.
This week’s memory verse
I pray that out of his glorious riches he may strengthen you with power through his Spirit in your inner being, so that Christ may dwell in your hearts through faith. Ephesians 3:16-17
Prep Day 1 
BEGIN 
Pray to experience the Holy Spirit’s power through our theme passages: 
Since we live by the Spirit, let us keep in step with the Spirit. Galatians 5:25 

 ‘Not by might nor by power, but by my Spirit,’ says the LORD Almighty. Zechariah 4:6

Review this week’s memory verse: 
16 I pray that out of his glorious riches he may strengthen you with power through his Spirit in your inner being, 17 so that Christ may dwell in your hearts through faith. Ephesians 3:16-17
READ 
Read and meditate on this passage today: 1 Corinthians 2:6-12
Notice the contrast between the wisdom of this age and God’s wisdom. What do you learn about God’s wisdom? What does God reveal to us by his Spirit?  Our key word today is wisdom. 
1 Corinthians 2:6-12 
6 We do, however, speak a message of wisdom among the mature, but not the wisdom of this age or of the rulers of this age, who are coming to nothing. 7 No, we declare God’s wisdom, a mystery that has been hidden and that God destined for our glory before time began. 8 None of the rulers of this age understood it, for if they had, they would not have crucified the Lord of glory. 9 However, as it is written: 
“What no eye has seen, 
what no ear has heard, 
and what no human mind has conceived”— 
the things God has prepared for those who love him— 
10 these are the things God has revealed to us by his Spirit. 
The Spirit searches all things, even the deep things of God. 11 For who knows a person’s thoughts except their own spirit within them? In the same way no one knows the thoughts of God except the Spirit of God. 12 What we have received is not the spirit of the world, but the Spirit who is from God, so that we may understand what God has freely given us. 
PRAY 
As the Spirit leads, let these themes guide you in your prayer today: 
· Praise the Spirit for revealing God’s hidden wisdom.
· Pray to understand more of the things God has revealed by his Spirit, the thoughts of God, what God has freely given to us. 
JOURNAL 
What are you learning about the Holy Spirit and his power? In this passage what power does the Spirit give us?
What do you sense God saying to you through this passage?

Look for how Paul speaks. How is the Spirit involved in his speaking? How would you contrast the power of the person with the Spirit and the person without the Spirit? The word, “accept” means to welcome, to embrace. Our key word today is “discern.” 
1 Corinthians 2:13-16  
13 This is what we speak, not in words taught us by human wisdom but in words taught by the Spirit, explaining spiritual realities with Spirit-taught words. 14 The person without the Spirit does not accept the things that come from the Spirit of God but considers them foolishness, and cannot understand them because they are discerned only through the Spirit. 15 The person with the Spirit makes judgments about all things, but such a person is not subject to merely human judgments, 16 for, 
“Who has known the mind of the Lord 
so as to instruct him?”  
But we have the mind of Christ. 

PRAY 
As the Spirit leads, let these themes guide you in your prayer today: 
· Praise God that the Spirit gives you discernment to welcome God’s truth.
· Pray that more and more the Spirit will transform your mind so that you have the mindset of Jesus Christ. 
JOURNAL 
What are you learning about the Holy Spirit’s power to help you know God? What do you sense God saying to you through this passage?

· Praise God for his Spirit and his glorious riches, as well as for Christ’s love.
· Pray the Spirit will strengthen you in your inner being so Christ will ever more fully dwell in your heart and you will grasp more of Christ’s love that surpasses knowledge.

In those days when the number of disciples was increasing, the Hellenistic Jews  among them complained against the Hebraic Jews because their widows were being overlooked in the daily distribution of food. 2 So the Twelve gathered all the disciples together and said, “It would not be right for us to neglect the ministry of the word of God in order to wait on tables. 3 Brothers and sisters, choose seven men from among you who are known to be full of the Spirit and wisdom. We will turn this responsibility over to them 4 and will give our attention to prayer and the ministry of the word.” 
5 This proposal pleased the whole group. They chose Stephen, a man full of faith and of the Holy Spirit; also Philip, Procorus, Nicanor, Timon, Parmenas, and Nicolas from Antioch, a convert to Judaism. 6 They presented these men to the apostles, who prayed and laid their hands on them. 
7 So the word of God spread. The number of disciples in Jerusalem increased rapidly, and a large number of priests became obedient to the faith.

4 In reading this, then, you will be able to understand my insight into the mystery of Christ, 5 which was not made known to people in other generations as it has now been revealed by the Spirit to God’s holy apostles and prophets. 6 This mystery is that through the gospel the Gentiles are heirs together with Israel, members together of one body, and sharers together in the promise in Christ Jesus.

Galatians 5:13–18
13 You, my brothers and sisters, were called to be free. But do not use your freedom to indulge the flesh; rather, serve one another humbly in love. 14 For the entire law is fulfilled in keeping this one command: “Love your neighbor as yourself.”  15 If you bite and devour each other, watch out or you will be destroyed by each other. 

16 So I say, walk by the Spirit, and you will not gratify the desires of the flesh. 17 For the flesh desires what is contrary to the Spirit, and the Spirit what is contrary to the flesh. They are in conflict with each other, so that you are not to do whatever you want. 18 But if you are led by the Spirit, you are not under the law.

As the Spirit leads, let these themes guide you in your prayer today: 
· Praise God for Spirit who inspires us to love.
· Pray that you will not selfishly indulge your flesh but instead you will humbly serve others in love.

1 Corinthians 12:4-14 
 4 There are different kinds of gifts, but the same Spirit distributes them. 5 There are different kinds of service, but the same Lord. 6 There are different kinds of working, but in all of them and in everyone it is the same God at work. 

7 Now to each one the manifestation of the Spirit is given for the common good. 8 To one there is given through the Spirit a message of wisdom, to another a message of knowledge by means of the same Spirit, 9 to another faith by the same Spirit, to another gifts of healing by that one Spirit, 10 to another miraculous powers, to another prophecy, to another distinguishing between spirits, to another speaking in different kinds of tongues,  and to still another the interpretation of tongues. 11 All these are the work of one and the same Spirit, and he distributes them to each one, just as he determines. 
12 Just as a body, though one, has many parts, but all its many parts form one body, so it is with Christ. 13 For we were all baptized by one Spirit so as to form one body—whether Jews or Gentiles, slave or free—and we were all given the one Spirit to drink. 14 Even so the body is not made up of one part but of many. 

Review our memory verses:
16 I pray that out of his glorious riches he may strengthen you with power through his Spirit in your inner being, 17 so that Christ may dwell in your hearts through faith. Ephesians 3:16-17
